In Term 2 education at SNPS will look like the following:
 
The
exception is if a child is at risk and safer at school than at home.
 
As we move into teaching your child remotely through distance education we have
prepared the following:
 
Information sessions face to face for parents and teachers
- On Tuesday 28 April and Wednesday 29 April teachers will be having individual parent
meetings to give out a work books and resources to support children at home.
- The meetings for parents will be sent to out on the class Seesaw app.  Each meeting is
scheduled for a maximum of 15 minutes to quickly go over what is in the pack and to
provide assistance with questions regarding Seesaw and Zoom
 
Whole school Parent communication
- The Skoolbag app will continue to be used for whole school information and reminders.
- The school newsletter will continue to be emailed out every third week providing
information and updates.
 



Class information and communication
- Class timetables will be given out at the Parent.
meeting. The timetable will show when live Zoom sessions will take place, when Parents
can book meetings with teachers and when student work will be checked.
- Teachers will be communicating with families and sending work to students via the
Seesaw app.
- Each morning teachers will do a check in with students from their class via Zoom.
- Later each day teachers will be delivering live lessons to students at set times via Zoom. 
- At the end of each day teachers have time to organise individual parent meetings via
Zoom.
- There will only be two Zoom lessons in Week 2. As time goes by the number of live Zoom
lessons will steadily increase when appropriate.
- We have purchased additional apps and licences to support your child’s learning  at
home. Some of these include; Cars and Stars (Reading comprehension and strategies),
Matific for Mathematics, Typing Tournament to name a few. A sheet of logins and
passwords will also be provided to you at the Parent meeting. 
- A help sheet for Seesaw and Zoom will be provided to all parents at the Parent meeting.
 
Please feel free to contact me via email if you have any questions or concerns. As a mother
and a principal I understand the difficulties and challenges of educating our children in this
new world. Please rest assured that all staff at our school will continue to work as hard as
we can to provide your child with a quality education.
